Take I-12 West to Denham Springs, LA (about 35 miles) where you’ll take the Denham Springs Exit (exit # 10) Turn left onto Hwy 16 (aka Range Ave.) and travel 1/2 mile. You will come to a 3-way stop at a red light. Turn left at the red light onto Hwy. 16 South (aka Vincent Road)

Travel about 3.1 miles down Hwy. 16 south and Hebron Baptist Church will be on the right.
